2004-2008
Heidegger : the divine with the Fourfold 

My book sprang in part from a more concise approach to the divine I dealt with in minute details in my thesis. I found the divine in more than one element of what Heidegger termed the Geviert (the Fourfold) in his later conferences and essays. Instead of linking him, as formerly, to the god only, my research was able to determine his essential presence in each element of the “four” that found the appropriating event (Ereignis) – mortals, gods, earth, and sky. A complete re-reading of many Heideggerian texts has become since essential, to understand the meaning of founding, earth, the holy, the historial, language, and, being-historical thinking.


My dissertation also dealt with issues – not present in my book – that I wish to develop in future work, most prominent of which is Heidegger's relation to theology and the possibility or rethinking a new theology from Heidegger's view of the divine. I have already begun such work by writing an article and giving a talk at USEK on the relationship between Aquinas and Heidegger in that regard, that would go beyond the rapprochement inaugurated awhile ago by Caputo.

The Use of Color in Contemporary Media

Working on articles and translating interviews dealing with color in art, especially from the perspective of its current use and misuse in digital and other contemporary media. 

I worked with two professors, Bernard Metzger and Alain Bourgeois, at ECO (European Colour Observatory). We translated various interviews conducted in Italy, France, Germany, Britain, with artists, theorists, technicians and scientists working with color on different levels, be they material, virtual or even psychological.
