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This work should be done entirely on your own.

You will complete the entire template, including the diagrams. (You can submit photos of the diagrams if you don’t want to work with them digitally.)

Film selection. Both of these conditions must be fulfilled. 
1. At least one of the films is from the below “Films Not Covered in Class” list. Both can be from this list if you wish. 
2. The two films you decide to work with must be from different countries with the primary language of the film (Chinese, Japanese or Korean) also different.

Framing questions. You can work with any ONE of the below.

How is (a specific traditional social value you select) defined similarly in ways yet differently in ways in (two titles here, the films you select)? 

What is the status of (a specific traditional social value you select), that appears to have a similar working definition in the two films (two titles here, the films you select)? (*Be sure to offer your definition of the value so I can follow your thinking.)

Explore Confucian xin in two or more films.

Explore the concept of “natural love” in two or more films.

Explore “sacred space” in two or more films.

Explore whether there is a meaningful relationship between “uncertainty in one’s romantic relationship” with Buddhist notions of anxiety over change.

Is it possible to learn something about differences in worldviews or values (pick one, don't do both) by comparing the love triangles of House of Flying Daggers and Perhaps Love?
