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The Bramsen Collection

William Sophus Bramsen (1850-1881; in Japanese 撫蘭仙) was born in Copenhagen. In 1870, one year after the Great Northern Telegraph Company (Det Store Nordiske Telegraf-Selskab) was formed in Denmark, he went out to China to work on cable-laying in East Asia. In 1875 he joined the Mitsubishi Mail Steam Ship Company at the suggestion of a fellow Dane, Otto Frederik Krebs (1838-1913), who joined Mitsubishi in 1873 and became one of the five directors. In 1880 Mitsubishi sent him to London to study maritime law but he died of peritonitis early in 1881. 
    Bramsen had a good knowledge of Japanese and in his short lifetime published scholarly contributions on the coins of Japan, on weights and measures in Japan and on Japanese chronological tables; he also published a Japanese book comparing Japanese chronological tables with those in use in the West. His collection of Japanese books is now held in the Royal Library in Copenhagen and is described by Merete Pedersen in her Catalogue of Japanese Manuscripts and Rare Books (Copenhagen: Nordic Institute of Asian Studies Press, 2015), while his coins and Japanese books on coins are held in the Royal Collection of Coins and Medals at the National Museum of Denmark.
    All the Japanese books listed below are from Bramsen’s collection and each contains a sheet of paper giving the title in Japanese along with romanised transcription and Danish translation, all written by Bramsen with a pen.
Items listed on the Union Catalogue of Early Japanese Books (日本古典籍総合目録DB) on the website of the National Institute of Japanese Literature are identified with their unique identifier thus: Kotenseki 1053925.

Shoka zōsen shōmo (Rubbings of coins in various private collections)
This uniform set of manuscripts consists mostly of rubbings of coins held by various individuals in mid 19th-century Japan, and the coins are divided according to country of origin and, in the case of Chinese coins, dynasty. In addition to Chinese and Japanese coins, there are also rubbings of coins from the Ryūkyū kingdom (now Okinawa Prefecture in Japan), Korea and the West. The first volume, however, consists of the text of a numismatic history of Japan written in the 18th century by Arai Hakuseki. At the end of the first volume is an inscription dated 1850 which states that the manuscript belonged to Eihodō, which is the name of a numismatic dealer in Kyoto. This appears to be a unique set of volumes.

This study of the coinage of the Kan’ei tsūhō coinage was first compiled in 1787 by Fujiwara Sadamoto (1732-1797) and subsequently underwent revisions in the 1790s. It has apparently never been printed. This copy has a note at the end indicating that it was revised in 1802 by Minamoto Naotomo: this is probably the same person as Inagaki Naotomo, who is given as the author of another work entitled Kanei senpu in the Iwase Bunko.
    Fujiwara Sadamoto (also called Tō Teikan) amassed a wide range of knowledge in different fields and was as a result invited by the Mito-han Shōkōkan participate in the project for the compilation of a vast history of Japan, the Dainihonshi. He insisted that the earliest chronicles of Japan, the Nihon shoki and Kojiki, could not be taken at face value and thus incurred the wrath of those in the Nativist (Kokugaku) school of thought, including the eminent Motoori Norinaga. He is the author of a large number of books on a wide range of subjects, but almost all of them remained unpublished and circulated as manuscripts. This work consists mostly of coin rubbings.

Inside the back cover there is an advertisement for other numismatic books available from the publisher, Izumiya Kahei, who describes himself as a numismatic dealer in Osaka.

This is a printed coterie magazine of a group of numismatic enthusiasts who gathered monthly to exhibit and discuss their coins and it includes coin rubbings, so presumably only a limited number of copies were prepared. The only other copy in a public collection is the set in the National Diet Library in Tokyo. This set consists of volumes 10-17, 19, 21-35, which were published in the years 1878-1880. Amongst the exhibitors was the writer Narushima Ryūhoku (1837-1884), who was also an avid coin collector: he is listed as such at the top of the ranked list of coin collectors, Aikosen, published in 1880 (see Matthew Fraleigh, Plucking Chrysanthemums: Narushima Ryūhoku and Sinitic Literary Traditions in Modern Japan (Cambridge MA: Harvard University Asia Center, 2016), pp. 185-8). The meetings seem to have been arranged by Hatakeyama Joshinsai (1830-1883), a scholar in the Kokugaku (National Studies) school who seems to have had high regard for Bramsen (see Joshinsai shozō Bunkyū senrui shōmo, below). Also involved was Kitō Hisakichi, from whom Bramsen acquired some of his coins.

It includes a preface by Nakai Riken (1732-1817), who was a prolific Confucian scholar, and another preface by Hanawa Hokiichi (1746-1821), a blind historian who is famous for his massive compilation of Japanese texts, Gunsho ruijū. 
    This work is sometimes associated with another voluminous manuscript known under the title Sanka zui 三貨図彙. This was written by Kusama Naokata and completed in 1815, and there are digitally accessible copies in Shizuoka Prefectural Library and the Staatsbibliothek zu Berlin. However, this manuscript appears to be very different and does not bear the name of Kusama Naokata; the connection between the two works is unclear. There are several copies of manuscripts in Japan bearing the title Kokon kahei zusetsu but they seem to be considerably less substantial than this copy.
    In this manuscript, volume 31 includes a short section on the Russian coins brought back from Russia by Daikokuya Kōdayū (1751-1828), who was shipwrecked in the Aleutian Islands, made his way to St Petersburg where he met Catherine the Great, and finally reached Japan again via Amsterdam in 1791; these coins are shown in the form of rubbings by Morishima Chūryō (1756-1810), who was both a writer of popular fiction and a scholar interested in the West.

The volume contains a manuscript sheet entitled ‘Resumé of this Book’ [by Bramsen], which starts ‘Found 2 Pieces Hankin and 2 Pieces Hangin; one of each is in Hakubutsukan, the others I have’ (NB ‘I’ = author Kashiwagi, NOT Bramsen).
